BATTERY SAFETY GUIDELINES

Always inspect your board, battery, and foil components before each use to ensure they are
undamaged and secure. Never use a damaged product.
Wear appropriate safety gear, including an approved life jacket or Personal Flotation Device
(PFD).
Operate the Stratos eFoil only in areas with at least 4 feet of water depth and free of
submerged obstacles.

Be sure to always charge the battery in a cool, dry area away from any flammable materials.
Never attempt to open, puncture, or disassemble the battery. Doing so can result in fire or
serious injury.
Before each use, inspect the battery for any signs of damage, such as cracks or compromised
seals. Do not use it if damage is detected.

The magnet at the end of your ankle leash acts as the “power on/off switch” for your eFoil
— please ensure that you only connect the magnet when you are ready to ride your eFoil.

Always ride responsibly and respect other water users.
Stay within sight of shore and avoid areas with heavy boat traffic.
Ride with a partner whenever possible.
Be aware of local regulations and laws governing the use of electric-powered watercraft in
your area.
Avoid riding in severe weather conditions, including strong currents, high winds, and lightning.

1. Connect the Digital Charger Box to
the Battery

Align the charger’s connectors
with the battery’s ports:

Red to Red, Black to Black.
Plug the connectors securely into
the battery.

2. Power the Charger
Attach the power cord to the
digital charger.

3. Plug into a Wall Outlet
Insert the digital charger’s power
plug into a grounded wall outlet.

4. ASSEMBLING
YOUR EFOIL



To ensure a smooth setup, follow these
steps:

Step 1: Battery Installation

Step 2: Mast Assembly

Prepare the Battery1.
Use the suitcase-style handle
side to carry the battery safely to
your workspace.
Fold out the two additional
handles on the battery for lifting
the battery onto the foil.

Insert the Battery2.
Align the four holes on the
bottom of the battery with the
four prongs inside the board’s
battery compartment.
Place the battery into the
compartment with the suitcase
handle end of the battery facing
the front of the board.
Ensure the battery seal is flush
and secure.

Secure the Battery3.
Use the provided star bolts and
wrench to secure the battery:

Place a star bolt in each
corner and screw in loosely.
Tighten the star bolts
diagonally to achieve an even
seal.
Use provided star bolts sized
M8 x 22mm

Double-check that all star bolts
are fully tightened.

Flip the Board Over4.
With the battery installed, flip the
board to begin mast assembly.

1. Align the Mast
Observe the mast port on the
underside of the board.
Insert the mast’s male end into
the port, ensuring the propeller
faces away from the tail of the
board
You will hear a chime indicating a
proper connection has been
established.

FIRST-TIME SETUP



2. Secure the Mast
Use the provided star bolts and
wrench to attach the mast to the
board:

Insert the four star bolts into
the designated slots and spin
them by hand to set them
loosely.
Use provided star bolts sized
M8 x 22mm
Tighten the fasteners
diagonally for even alignment.

3. Check Alignment
Ensure the mast is straight and
properly aligned with the board.

Step 3: Wing Assembly ("Building the
Airplane")

Step 4: Attaching the Wings to the
Mast

1. Prepare the Components
Locate the front wing, fuselage,
and rear wing in your eFoil kit.

2. Assemble the Wings
Attach the front wing to the
fuselage (it only fits one way).
Secure the wing using the two
M8 x 22mm star bolts.
Attach the rear wing to the
fuselage using the M8 x 18mm
and M8 x 15mm star bolts, and
tighten securely.

1. Insert the Assembly
Insert the fuselage (with the
attached wings) into the mast.

a.

Ensure the assembly slides into
the mast securely.

b.

2. Tighten the Star Bolts
Use the wrench to tighten the
M8 X 22mm star bolts. Follow
the same diagonal tightening
pattern as the mast assembly
for even alignment.

Safety Reminder: Always keep limbs and fingers away from the propeller. Disconnecting the
magnetic leash will automatically kill the throttle

PREPARING FOR THE WATER

Perform all assembly steps on the
soft surface of the provided eFoil
bag to protect components.
The eFoil bag is equipped with
wheels, making it easy to transport
your assembled eFoil to the water.
It is recommended to assemble your
Stratos eFoil as close to the water as
possible to minimize the amount of
distance needed to carry. Always
carry with a partner, when possible.

1. Transporting the eFoil
Move your board to the water’s edge.
With assistance, carry the board to the
water and place it upside down.
Flip the board into the proper orientation
once in deeper water.

2. Remote and Leash Setup
Attach the magnetic leash to your ankle 
Secure the wrist strap for your remote
controller.
Activate the remote by pressing and holding
the button on top until the screen powers
on.

3. Remote Activation
The remote will display the message: “No
Signal: Connect Battery and Mast.” This is
normal at this stage.

4.Get on the Board
Position yourself onto your Stratos eFoil

5.Connect Magnet
Connect the magnet to the circular port
on the rear of the board.

Note: The magnet acts as the power
switch for your board. Once
connected, the board is “On.” Once
disconnected, the board
automatically powers “Off.”

Once the magnetic leash is connected,
the screen will update to show:

Throttle percentage.
Board battery status.
Remote battery (RC) status.

5. Throttle Test
Pull the throttle slightly to verify the
propeller spins.

2. Battery Check
Ensure the battery is fully
charged and securely locked into
place.
Inspect the battery compartment
for a proper seal to prevent water
intrusion.

PRE-RIDE SAFETY CHECKLIST



3. Remote Connection
Attach the remote to your wrist
using the provided strap.
Power on the remote and ensure
it is connected with the board.

The wrist-attached remote is your primary control for the Stratos eFoil. It connects wirelessly to
the board and allows you to throttle, monitor battery levels, and control your ride.

Powering On
Press and hold the power button on the remote until the screen powers on.1.
The display will show:2.

Board Battery Percentage
Remote Battery Percentage (RC)
Throttle Percentage (when in use).

Connect the Remote
Ensure the board’s battery is connected and the magnetic leash is attached.1.
If the remote displays “No Signal: Connect Battery and Mast,” verify that the magnet is
attached to the rear of the board and all connections are secure.

2.

Once connected, the remote will display a signal indicator on the screen.3.

Throttle Control
Squeeze the trigger on the remote to accelerate.1.

Apply light pressure to start and increase gradually for smooth acceleration.
Release the trigger to decelerate.2.
The throttle percentage is displayed on the remote screen for precise control.3.

Safety Tips
Always ensure that the ankle leash is securely fastened to your ankle.
If the magnetic leash is disconnected from the board, the propeller will stop immediately for
your safety.
Always look where you are going when throttling and be aware of your surroundings, depth of
water, and any potential obstructions.

5. Water Conditions
Choose a location with calm water, at least 4 feet deep, free of obstacles and heavy boat
traffic.
Avoid strong currents or areas with high winds.

4. Getting on Board and Connecting
Magnetic Leash

Secure the ankle leash around
your ankle.
Get onto your Stratos eFoil board.
Connect the magnetic end of the
leash to the rear of the board.
Verify the magnet is securely
attached; this ensures the throttle
will engage during operation.

REMOTE OVERVIEW AND CONNECTION



Whether you’re a first-time rider or a seasoned rider, these tips will help you get the most out of
your Stratos eFoil experience.

These steps ensure a smooth recovery and allow you to continue your eFoil adventure
confidently, whether you're a beginner or an experienced rider.

Laying Position
You can ride your eFoil from lying on your stomach (prone position) to get a feel for the
throttle response.
Use gentle throttle inputs to adjust speed and practice balance.

Kneeling Position
You can ride your eFoil from a Kneeling position. Be sure to keep your weight evenly
distributed.

Standing Position
You can ride your eFoil from a standing position. Leveraging a wide stance with your weight
slightly forward will ensure stability.

Note: Only connect the magnet end of your ankle leash to the board when you are ready to fly!

Getting on Foil1.
Increase speed gradually to lift the board out of the water.
Shift your weight forward to control the board’s angle as it transitions onto the foil.

Turning and Maneuvering2.
Use subtle weight shifts and lean into turns gently.
Use your throttle control to maintain consistent speed.

Cruising on Foil3.
Once stable, maintain consistent speed for a smooth ride.
Adjust foot placement as needed to refine balance and control.

Safety Mechanism Upon Falling1.
When you fall off the board, the magnet leash will disconnect automatically.
This immediately stops the propeller from spinning, ensuring your safety.

Positioning the Board2.
The board will rest propeller-down in the water after a fall.

Getting Back on the Board3.
Approach the board from the back, similar to how a surfer mounts a surfboard.
Place your hands on the rails (edges of the board).
Pull yourself up onto your belly, ensuring you’re centered on the board.

Returning to a Standing Position and Riding On4.
Once on your belly, 
Shift to your knees and connect your magnetic leash
Once the leash is connected, you can stand up and restart your ride

Falling is a natural part of learning to ride your eFoil. Here’s how to safely recover and get back on
your board:

1. Power Down
Ensure the ankle leash is disconnected from the board.
Turn off the hand controller by pressing and holding the power button until the screen turns
off.

2. Inspect the Board
Check the Compartment: Open the compartment to inspect for water intrusion. If water is
present, dry the compartment thoroughly with a clean cloth.
Inspect Components: Examine the board, mast, wings, and propeller for any signs of wear or
damage.

3. Store Properly
Rinse with Fresh Water:

Rinse the board, foil, and wings thoroughly with fresh water, especially after use in
saltwater, to prevent corrosion.

Dry All Components:
Allow the board and foil to air-dry or wipe them down with a clean cloth to remove excess
moisture.

4. Simplify Future Assembly
Use Wing Covers:

Place the provided covers on the front and rear wings to protect them during transport and
storage.

1. Rinse with Fresh Water
Use fresh water to rinse the board, mast, wings, and propeller to remove salt, sand, or
debris.
Avoid spraying directly into the battery compartment or electrical connectors.

2. Dry Thoroughly
Wipe down all components with a clean, dry cloth or towel.
Ensure the battery compartment and connectors are completely dry before reassembly or
storage.

3. Inspect for Damage
Check for visible wear or damage, including cracks or loose fasteners.
Tighten any loose fasteners using the provided toolkit.

Perform pre-ride inspections regularly (see Section 5).
Follow recommended maintenance schedules (see Section 7).
Always store and charge the battery in ideal conditions
